Justification:
62 Pa. C.S.A §515(a)(4)&(10) of the Pennsylvania Procurement Code provides that a “contract may be awarded for a supply, service or construction item without competition if the contracting officer first determines in writing that one of the following conditions exists: (4) it is clearly not feasible to award the contract for supplies or services on a competitive basis; or (10) the contract for supplies or services is in the best interest of the Commonwealth.”  

The Philadelphia-based law firm, Cohen Seglias Pallas Greenhall & Furman, P.C.,(“Cohen”) offered to donate its office furniture located at 30 South 17th Street, 19th Floor, Philadelphia, Pennsylvania to the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, Office of Attorney General (“OAG”). Cohen sent a letter to the OAG dated November 30, 2020, indicating its preference that the OAG use Argosy Management Group, LLC (“Argosy”) for the furniture removal service. Cohen indicated that Argosy is already on the firm’s approved “approved vendor list” having already completed a site visit. In addition, Cohen cited other logistical concerns in support of its preference for Argosy.  To that end, Argosy provided a quote to the OAG for moving services for approximately $24,000.00 which did not include reassembly of the furniture at OAG’s 6400 Flank Drive, Harrisburg, Pennsylvania and 1600 Arch Street, Philadelphia, Pennsylvania locations. The overall value of the office furniture is approximately $92,000.00. 


On December 1, 2020, the OAG issued a RFQ to Commonwealth vendors Glose Moving; Parks and Moving, and Geo. W. Weaver & Sons, Inc. The RFQ contained the following information: 

· Move furniture out of Cohen Seglias located at 30 South 17th Street, 19th Floor, Philadelphia and deliver the furniture to two (2) OAG offices located at 1-1600 Arch, 3rd Floor, Philadelphia and 2-6400 Flank Drive, Suite 100, Harrisburg, PA.  The attached furniture inventory outlines the furniture to be moved and where the furniture is to be delivered.  

· The removal of furniture at Cohen Seglias can begin as early as Monday, December 14th and needs to be completed by Friday, December 18th. The furniture can only be removed from the building between the hours of 5-10 PM.  There is a freight elevator at 30 South 17th Street. 

· The furniture can be delivered to 1600 Arch Street in Philadelphia and 6400 Flank Drive in Harrisburg during normal business hours.  1600 Arch does have a freight elevator that OAG is able to reserve between the hours of 9 AM and 6 PM December 14th through December 18th. 1600 Arch is able to accommodate a box truck for furniture delivery. 6400 Flank is a one level building and is able to accommodate a tractor trailer for furniture delivery.  

· Disassemble and dispose of 5 desks at 1600 Arch.

· Assemble and place 5 desks at 1600 Arch.

· Deliver and unload furniture at 6400 Flank.

· Attached is a power point presentation with pictures of the furniture.

· We need a quote by Wednesday, December 2, 2020.
Glose Moving and Parks & Moving declined to submit a quote due to inability to meet the scheduling requirements and concerns over potential union requirements. Geo. W. Weaver & Sons, Inc. did not respond. 

The OAG confirmed with Cohen that the furniture removal required the use of union labor in Philadelphia. On December 1, 2020, the OAG issued a second RFQ to the remaining Commonwealth vendors: Debo Moving, Weleski Transfer, Matheson Transfer, and Naglee Moving. The second RFQ included the union labor requirement in addition to the previous requirements.  Debo Moving and Naglee Moving declined to offer quotes in light of the scheduling requirements and union requirement. Matheson Transfer and Weleski Transfer did not respond.


Despite OAG’s efforts to procure an approved Commonwealth vendor via the Commonwealth ITQ Contract # 4400019749, Moving and Storage Services, no vendor was able to meet the requirements of the RFQ. The OAG has authority as an independent agency to procure these services under the Pennsylvania Procurement Code, 62 Pa.C.S.A. § 101 et seq.  Under Part I, Chapter 7, Thresholds and Delegations, any purchase for services that exceeds $10,000.01 requires a formal agency bid method. However, the unique timing requirement of this procurement and the loss of opportunity to save the OAG nearly $92,000 in office furniture makes a competitive procurement unfeasible in accordance with 62 Pa. C.S.A §515(a)(4).  Moreover, ARGOSY is available during the required time frame for furniture removal, is approved to enter Cohen’s building, and can comply with Philadelphia’s union work force requirement. Therefore, a sole source procurement of Argosy’s moving and storage services is in the best interest of the OAG.
