3. The dual channel control units should have the capability to be powered in a stand-alone configuration drawing using AA batteries in addition to the ability to draw power from the radio. 

4. Headset and control unit should be submersible to 10 meters. 

5. The system should have smart chip cable technology that auto detects radio type allow for hot swap of radios, intercoms, and phones.

6. Tri channel and dual channel controllers should have hear-through volume control adjustment capability.
